Members of the USAF Band receive full medical and dental benefits, 30 days’ vacation with pay per year 
and Post 9/11 GI Bill for college up to $80,000.  There is a four-year minimum enlistment required and the 
maximum age at time of enlistment is 39.   
 
In order to eliminate any disqualifying factors, every candidate will be required to meet with an official 
United States Air Force Recruiter prior to attending the live audition to ensure they are pre-qualified to 
attend basic training.  Our office will initiate this visit after we find you musically qualified.  Once we have 
received an official memorandum from your recruiter you will receive an official audition invitation from 
The Band of the Golden West containing instructions for travel as well as details for the audition day.

PIANO AUDITION 
 
Resumes and recordings must be delivered by January 13th, 2017.  Applicants who are considered qualified for 
the live audition will be contacted by the USAF Band auditions team and then by an Air Force recruiter to assess 
each applicant’s eligibility to enlist in the Air Force.  Once approved by the recruiter, applicants will receive an 
audition invitation letter.  All invited candidates must be prepared to meet Air Force maximum allowable weight 
standards. 
 
PRE-SCREENING REQUIREMENTS INCLUDE: 

1. One page Resume 
2. Audio recordings to include (please record in the following order): 

 One short Classical piece or movement of choice.  May be unaccompanied or with an ensemble. 
 One Jazz Standard of choice.  May be solo or with an ensemble. 
 One other short selection in a contrasting style, solo or with an ensemble. 
 NOTE: Please ensure at least one of the 3 selections is with some type of ensemble.  Ensembles 

can be of any size.  Recording with a play-along CD (e.g., Aebersold books) is acceptable for the 
ensemble portion.
